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Commodity Inspection refers to legal inspection or appraisals carried out by commodity
inspection authorities in respect of quality, quantity, weight, packing, security and sanitation,
and on provision of the relevant certifications issued by some agencies concerned. In
negotiation, details about the rights of inspection and re-inspection, the time and location
of inspection and re-inspection, inspection agencies, and certification standard are often
thoroughly discussed to guarantee the fairness of the transaction. Moreover, an enterprise
should strive to be in line with international standards and try by all means to apply its
relevant certifications, which will in turn help upgrade the quality and status of its goods and
